	1. LF: After the Nov ACCAA meeting, DV and LF met to go block out advising report for Reaccreditation discussed at Nov meeting.  Need more time so LF got extension till Dec 15.  Was advised to align content to single criterion, which would be #3, Student Learning & Effective Teaching.
2. LF: Distributed draft memo she made on behalf of DTFC that explains to all depts/programs/colleges how to obtain a share of the DTFC funding for advising. Much discussion ensued and revisions were made.
3. DV: Showed web pages of UARC, Faculty Pathway; reviewed limited progress on advising web pages for depts/programs. 

4. DV: Campus awareness of TIM transition seems lacking. MD: add explanation of TIM to Odyssey, UARC advisor “scripts”, perhaps someone from ACCAA to be guest speaker at OSA assembly meeting. DM: inform students where to go for help, how TIM transition affects students.

	LF: There will be a Faculty College on Jan 20, 2006 regarding Student Engagement. Workshop leader is Jillian Kinze, Associate Director of NSSE (National Survey of Student Engagement) which System has us go through every two years. UW Oshkosh has not scored well recently.  TF: The NSSE report looks bad, please let’s circulate it to all ACCAA members. LF: Described meeting that Provost Earns called to deal with NSSE’s bad news.  Large part of problem is that UW Oshkosh has many of the two most difficult groups of students to engage: First Gens and Transfers.  Dr. Kinze recommends that campuses address bad news by identifying 2-3 things we can do with current resources for maximal impact.
