	Old Business
	1. LF: The accreditation materials distributed after the Dec 2005 meeting were  received by the accreditation committee and we were complimented on the quality of our submission. Good work everybody!
2. General discussion: Since the Dec 2005 meeting, campus has been apprised of the National Survey of Student Engagement (NSSE) results for our campus. There was a Faculty College on the subject in Jan 2006 and the Advance-Titan ran a cover page article too.  The news is not particularly good.  The UW System scored low and UW Oshkosh scored next to last within the System.  We discussed the survey instrument and the five indicators of effective educational practice: Academic challenge, Active & collaborative learning, Student-faculty interaction, Enriching educational experiences, and a Supportive campus environment. The relevance of academic advising to one or more of these indicators was discussed, particularly in the context of F/IAS advisors. The discussion ended on the topic of F/IAS advising not only being ignored by the current system of evaluation (for merit and promotion, for example), but even being punished as time ill spent.  The idea of applying an SCH value to the F/IAS advising task within teaching (as defined in the F/IAS Handbook) was aired.
