Changes were made to the text.  It was decided that the final document sent to Provost Earns should be copied to his Administrative Staff, Faculty Senate, and Senate of Academic Staff.  The latter two bodies will likely send the recommendation on to respective subcommittees. 
A vote was taken to endorse the updated version and send it on to the Provost; unanimous approval.

	New Business
	BL: Explained difficulties with web site assignment of advisees to COBA FIAS, resulting in mismatches between student and FIAS interests. One remedy is to list FIAS interests and let students pick their own advisor. Would need mechanism to show if there are “open seats” (advising slots) or not. BL is interested in seeing if a web portal akin to registration could be set up so that students who have qualified the TIM criteria can most easily be assigned. It would have to work with PeopleSoft.  BL may propose developing such a web tool for DTFC funding next fall.  Council recommended he check with IT’s Brian Ledwell for feasibility.
