The creation and work of the Advisory Council for Comprehensive Academic Advising (ACCAA) fit several of the NCA Criteria for Accreditation. The best and most abundant data  support Criterion Three - Student Learning and Effective Teaching; Core Component 3c - The Organization Creates Effective Learning Communities; 3rd bullet - Advising systems focus on student learning, including the mastery of skills required for academic success.

Documentation of ALL of the work of the ACCAA exists on its website and includes minutes from all meetings (May 2003-present), and documents that the ACCAA have created, approved and have been adopted by the campus (for example, the Advising Roles and Responsibilities document and the Total Intake Advising documents).
