	Call to Order
	Due to lack of quorum, the meeting was not called to order, but discussion ensued and is recorded here.
	

	Minutes
	Due to lack of quorum, the September minutes were not considered.
	

	Discussion
	LF: Distributed pale blue handouts listing this year’s ACCAA membership and their contact information.
LF: Reported that the Differential Tuition Finance Cmte (DTFC) is drafting a reauthorization of DT to continue beyond its current sunset of June 2007. Dr. Roter is assisting the DTFC in writing the reauthorization. The reauthorization proposal must go before OSA’s Senate Assembly for a vote by mid November.  If DT is not reauthorized, people losing their jobs will need time to prepare. 
LF: Regarding advising funding proposals for this year, the COLS proposals are pending and should be on DTFC’s agenda after this reauthorization issue is done. 

LF: Announced an Advising Syllabus webinar in Reeve 307 scheduled for Tue Dec 12, 1:00-2:30 pm.  Provided bright pink handouts.  This program is provided by the National Academic Advising Association (NACADA). The technical problems of the previous webinar should be solved. ACCAA members are urged to attend. UWO already has a lot of the Advising Syllabus built; it just has not been adequately communicated to students.
	

	Discussion
	DV: DV received a memo saying that Council’s recommendation for formal recognition of advising by F/IAS has been sent by the Provost to the Faculty Senate and the Senate of Academic Staff for approval.  However neither Senate appears to have received it yet.

JS: The First Year Experience Cmte has an auxiliary called the “Friends of the First Year Committee” so that any F/IAS can contribute ideas and participate in discussions. Contact Susan McFadden to be put on the D2L discussion list that will be run.
DV: Debrief on Nancy King webinar “Advising as Teaching”. The webinar was marred by technical problems. The handouts could have come earlier and been more detailed.  

LF: Circulated copies her October 2006 report to the Provost & Chancellor regarding the status of academic advising at UWO.   She will send DV an e-copy to post on the ACCAA web page.  The report is a sort of periodic self-assessment.

LF: It turns out that System has NSSE data on advising that was undiscovered until recently; she is having it “mined” for useful information for us.  
Guest CF: COEHS now has an advising cmte, Jean Inda is chair, have had 2-3 meetings this semester, are developing criteria for evaluating advising.  J. Inda and B. Bain have given two training sessions so far.  6 or 7 faculty serve as Master Advisors.  Special Ed has a new advising web page (we pulled it up to look at it) that aims to address 95% of the typical “prescriptive” advising questions and other depts within COEHS may use it as a template. CF himself has had aboug 30 one-on-one advising sessions in the past month, each lasting about 15 min; ground rules are that student must come pre-prepared with STAR and program of completion.  Fears of being swamped with advising workload “have not materialized”.  COEHS gave group advising sessions last spring but attendance wasn’t satisfactory so are now going into classrooms to access a “captive audience”.  

DV: Described great advising session by professional also a Titan alum, encouraged other depts to put alumni to use whenever feasible. 

LF: Debriefed with Powerpoint handouts from a UW System workshop on cyclical advising assessment. Discussion on how assessment is NOT the same as evaluation; will F/IAS be worried?  Assessment is cyclical and leads to refinement; can “never be used against you”.  
	LF (who happens to be president of SAS) will investigate.
LF will send DV an e-copy of the report to post on the web

LF will send us the “consortium questions”
