	DV: Call to order 1:45 pm.

	Announcements
	DV: Introduced new members on Council and sheet was handed out; also see ACCAA web page.   
ALL: Elect new ACCAA Chair for the year; DV re-elected unanimously.

LF: Webinar “Advising as Teaching” slated for Sept 26, 1:00-2:30 pm, Reeve Union Theater; speaker Nancy King, Professor of English; free; it is hoped that ACCAA, UARC, and Master Advisor participants will attend.  Might be able to get a DVD of it.
LF: Handed out memo to those who had not already received it, regarding Differential Tuition Committee funding for advising.  ACCAA members are not responsible for applying or reporting, that is up to Colleges/Depts/Programs. Those programs that have yet to apply for funding a first time have until 1 October to do so. Those programs that received funding last year (incl. COBA, COEHS, CON; in a 131 account) will need to prepare a report on how the funding was used (need not be long, just to show that a good faith effort was made to spend wisely), to submit to DTFC by 1 December; their funding “rolls over” if DTFC judges it to have been used well, or until DT runs out.  Note that students will vote on a referendum this November to see if Differential Tuition should even continue to be collected.  There is a retreat next weekend with administration and DTFC to promote the productivity of past DT funding and to encourage a continuation.  

ALL: Discussed best ACCAA meeting date.  Suggested we try first Fri of each month. Also discussed time. Suggested we try 1:50 pm start time to better coincide with campus time table, thus ending at 3:20 pm.

	Old Business
	DV: The memo detailing ACCAA’s recommendation about recognition of FIAS advising was sent to Provost Earns and to the Faculty Senate and to the Senate of Academic Staff.  No responses as yet, but Provost Earns did request to be shown the language in the Handbook that specifies advising as part of the teaching role of FIAS.  The Provost looks to the Senates for consensus to accept any policy such as we have suggested.   JE moved, DS seconded that Council request that the Provost request that the Senates vote on our recognition recommendation.  All voted in favor. 
LF: Debriefed Council on the Master Advisor workshop held in late August.  There were 25 participants from all 4 colleges and COLS division. The AM session (guest speakers from Madison) got mixed reviews. The PM session (Lynn) got positive reviews. 13 ideas were selected for future Brown Bags.  Council members were asked their opinions. DS said his dept was grappling with what criteria makes someone a bona fide advisor. JE suggested recording the workshops; LF said that “Breeze” could be used to put them on the Faculty Pathway. LF plans to recruit a new “class” of MAs next year. JE lobbied for basic training in the form of role playing to avoid the biggest pitfalls. JI suggested the next session be in January already and Council members supported this idea heartily. JS expressed dismay at the AM speakers’ implication that faculty make lousy advisors; could not tell if this was humor, but it insults those of us who are good advisors.
	DV to email Provost to request action by both Senates


	New Business
	LF: Explained about the Freshman Year Experience project. A committee is forming. Council needs to stay abreast of developments because advisors are important contributors during the freshman year. Campus may use an existing course, Counsellor Ed 101 out of COEHS, as the FYE course. There is already a debate about the course being best devoted to toolbox practices versus purely intellectual. LF pointed out that 2/3 of our freshman arrive with little in the “toolbox” so we have to be realistic. The FYE will be more than this course; the committee will look at all sorts of national best practices we might adopt. Discussion regarding composition of the FYE committee. The concern was expressed that membership on the FYE committee need not include a representative from each professional college, since professional college faculty are already swamped with committee work and none of the three admit freshmen anyway.
