1. Fully bilingual individuals pursuing teaching, counseling and principal licensures, including:

A. Bilingual paraprofessionals and parent volunteers with experience working with bilingual children

B. Bilingual high school graduates fully fluent in Spanish, Hmong (or other needed languages) and English

C. Bilingual individuals pursuing principal, special education, reading our counseling education licensure

2. Regular classroom teachers pursuing additional ESL licensure

Successful candidates will receive:

(  Funding towards tuition (based in part on need)

(  Funding for travel to conferences

(  Mentoring from experienced teachers

(  Academic reading, writing, and testing workshops

(  Tutoring in various subjects, as needed

Policies Regarding Withdrawal from Classes and Academic Achievement

Students receiving funding through the University of Wisconsin Oshkosh Project ESTRELLA Grant are expected to work hard, achieve academically, and complete their courses of study.  Following are some specific policies:

Academic Achievement

Undergraduate students receiving funding are expected to maintain a 3.0 average or better each semester of their study at the University of Wisconsin Oshkosh.  Graduate students are expected to maintain a 3.5 average.  A student who is experiencing difficulty with courses and requires the services of a tutor and/or fall below average, must make an appointment with one of the project co-directors, Dr. Don Hones or Dr. Kathryn Henn-Reinke, to discuss academic performance.  Grades falling below these averages will jeopardize future funding for the student.

Professionalism

Project participants are expected to demonstrate high standards of personal integrity and professionalism in all interactions within and beyond the university community.  All members of the staff including administrators, professors, program coordinator, and fellow students should receive your highest respect and professional behavior.  

Withdrawal

Students are expected to complete courses that they enter.  Withdrawing from a class will jeopardize future funding for the student.  If any emergency requires a student to withdraw, the student must discuss the matter with one of the project co-directors.

Students are expected to complete their course of study toward licensure.  If a student withdraws from a course, s/he must pay back the grant amount for that semester.  In addition, if a student withdraws from the program for a certain amount of time, there is no guarantee that funding will be renewed for that student at the time s/he decides to reenter.
