Dr. Amney Harper:
Where did you come from?  

I am originally from Indiana.  Though I grew up in South-eastern Indiana, I called Muncie, IN my home for about ten years so that is usually what I say when people ask where I am from.

Children/family/pets? I have two dogs: Chloe and Sophia.  Chloe is a 14 year old mixed breed dog (about 17 lbs.), and Sophia is a 6 year old mixed breed (about 28 lbs.).

Work background/experience with clients?  I got interested in counseling when I began working as a direct care staff for a residential treatment center for at-risk youth.  I worked direct care for about two and a half years, and then I was promoted to Apartment Living Coordinator in an Independent Living Program.  After a little while in that position, I began counseling.  The facility I worked with had several programs (based on age of child, types of problems, security level, in-patient/out-patient, etc.), and during my time counseling there, I gained experience in quite a few different programs.  

After completing my master’s degree, I moved to Auburn, Alabama where I started doctoral school at Auburn University.  In my time at Auburn, I worked at Student-Athlete Support Services as a graduate assistant.  My work there consisted of various duties including, but not limited to, statistical analysis, research, teambuilding, working with freshman orientation for student-athletes, presenting, and diversity training.  Additionally, during my doctoral work, I completed another Advanced Practicum experience at the Domestic Violence Intervention Center, where I continued to volunteer after completing my hours.  Additionally, I spent a couple of months volunteering with the American Red Cross after Katrina hit.

Theoretical Orientation:  I am primarily socialist feminist.  I believe that socio-cultural influences are important in understanding how problems develop and are maintained within society as well as within the individual.  I also believe that understanding power dynamics in one’s life, therapy relationship, and society or culture are incredibly important parts of the change process.  Additionally, I integrate human validation process model of family systems therapy.  Added to the roles that individuals take in their environments, individuals also operate within the system of the family.  I believe that clients learn interaction patterns from their family of origin as well as through subsequent socialization in life.  Lastly, I also integrate some aspects and specifically interventions from CBT.  I find it to be very useful, especially when looking at empowerment issues.  Though I do not strictly follow CBT throughout, I do find that it connects well because it helps me to understand how individuals internalize the messages that societies, cultures, and family systems convey.  I believe these internalized thoughts and feelings, in turn, shapes behavior.

What are you looking for in this job?  I most want the opportunity to mentor students both in the classroom and out of it.  I want to help students strengthen their voices as they become competent professionals, and to help them to realize how they can help to facilitate change with clients/students, and the world.

What are your hobbies?

I like to paint, write, read, listen to music, travel, and spend time with friends and family.

Favorite food(s)? cheese, tomatoes, and bread…or any combination of the three.

Favorite color:  probably black

What is your favorite thing about Wisconsin thus far?  The people.  It feels a lot like home here.  Being from Indiana, then living in the south, and now moving back to the Midwest was a surprisingly easy transition.  Oh, wait, I take it back…my favorite thing is definitely the cheese
