New DPI Licensing Requirement for School Counselors


Beginning September 2009, a passing score on a Praxis II School Counseling Content Exam will be required for a school counseling license. This means students currently enrolled in the program graduating after September 2009 are required to submit a passing score on the Praxis II for licensure endorsement by the Department of Counselor Education. Sitting for this exam is students’ responsibility and it is suggested that the exam be taken during the internship experience and after completing the school counseling emphasis courses. Additional test information can be located at www.ets.org. 


Once you have completed your hours for internship II, graduated, and turned in your final portfolio for review, you may apply for your “initial licensure”. You will need to complete form PI-1602-IS which can be found on the DPI website.

If you wish to practice professional counseling you must be licensed as a professional counselor, or hold a temporary license, or hold a professional counselor training license, pursuant to s. 457.04(6) and       s. 457.13 of the Wisconsin Statues.

To obtain these credentials, you must complete the following:

1. Graduate degree in professional counseling that is approved by the Professional Counselor Section.

2. Completion of post-graduate supervised practice


Master’s level- 3000 hours of post-degree supervised professional counseling with at least 1,000 hours face-to-face with clients in no less than 2 years.

3. Completion of appropriate application forms and payment.

4. Successful completion of the Wisconsin Statutes and Rules examination and either the NCE or the CRCE.

National Counseling Exam (NCE)

You can sign up and pick up your application for the NCE in N/E 1 (The department office). They are due back to the department by Friday, December 14th. 

The exam is on Saturday, April 12, 2008 at 9:00 a.m. It is about 3 hours long and costs $230.00. After you sign up, specific exam locations and directions will be mailed to you 7-10 days before the exam.
