Nightingale Award Criteria

· Resident of the State of Wisconsin and currently employed in Wisconsin.

· Currently licensed as a registered nurse or licensed practical nurse in Wisconsin.

· Completed nomination form (available on website at: www.uwosh.edu/con).
· Nominator’s typed letter recommending the nurse for the award.
· Two additional letters (minimum) of support from professional colleagues, supervisors, or peers.  Patients or patients’ families may wish to write letters of support, but these are optional and not required. 
· Three digital photos (minimum).  See guidelines on nomination form. 
· **Letters of nomination and support:  Awards are given to staff-level nurses in direct care who demonstrate excellence in clinical nursing practice.  Letters should be as specific as possible and provide examples of how the nominated nurse makes a difference in peoples’ lives.  Describe the nurse’s area(s) of practice and reflect how the nurse demonstrates exceptional care, evidence-based practice, and exceeds expectations.  Additional areas of service and nursing involvement should also be included, e.g. professionally-related volunteer work, leading support groups, educational offerings to the public (e.g., talks at schools, churches, etc.), other initiatives in nursing that have led to improved care/outcomes to patients/families/public, leadership on committees (especially those resulting in change), etc.
