Achievements

Arek Schmocker (Fall 06) has had some of his
hard work pay off. He received three different
awards over the past three weeks: an invitation to
Beta Gamma Sigma, an approved summer research
grant, and a $1,000 scholarship. Beta Gamma
Sigma is an honorary business fraternity. To order
to be invited to join Beta Gamma Sigma, a student
needs to be in the top 10% of business students
Accredited by the Association to Advance
Collegiate Schools of Business, which is limited to
the top 15% of international business schools. Beta
Gamma Sigma is the highest recognition a
business student anywhere in the world can receive
in a business program accredited by AACSB
International. Also, Arek received a highly-
competitive summer research grant to investigate
the January Effect, a stock market phenomenon.
He will be working with his finance professor over
the summer session to learn not only about
research tools and methods, but hopefully add
useful knowledge to the finance community.
Finally, Arek recently found out that he is the
recipient of the Virchow-Krause Accounting
Scholarship. The scholarship is meant to reward a
student that possesses outstanding qualities of
character, scholastic ability and leadership. The
$1,000 scholarship will be applied to Arek’s
tuition next semester.

We had no idea what exotic land we would be
sent to.
