Overview

Planning art experiences to meet the needs of elementary and middle school art programs. The creation of art products and plans appropriate to grades K-9. Preparation, care and use of art materials, Prerequisite: Art 203 and Admission I. 
This course consists of an investigation of current theory and practice in elementary art education, designated for the classroom teacher. Basically, art communicates something of value from one human being to another. Its main purpose is to communicate. A good way to fathom this at a practical level is to engage art education in a thematic approach. The theme of this term is My Sense of Community  which not only provides a good means to integrate art and our every day lives, but also a good model for integrating them into other elementary subject areas such as math, science, social studies, and language arts.

Objectives:

These course objectives were built on the foundations of the Twelve Accomplished Practices of successful teachers:

1. Assessment—students will learn how to apply assessment strategies to examine children’s artworks and their group projects through various methods, tools and inquiries.

2. Community—students will put issues and concerns of their community into their art lessons.

3. Continuous Improvement—students will learn the need for self-reflection and improvement in his/her performance in teaching.  Students will understand the importance of collaboration with other teachers or experts to achieve their curricular goals.

4. Critical thinking—students will understand the use of higher order thinking and problem-solving skills via art projects and activities that relate to teaching inquiries.

5. Diversity—students will learn the meaning of multiculturalism through discussions, readings and art projects. Besides, students will build a repertoire of teaching techniques and strategies to effectively instruct students with different learning styles and diverse cultural and linguistic backgrounds.

6. Human Development and Learning—students will understand developmental and learning theories in art education.

7. Knowledge of Subject Matter—students will learn the four disciplines of art education: art production, art history, art criticism and aesthetics. They will learn techniques for integrating these components into the elementary school curriculum.

8. Planning—students will understand the use of museum resources in the classroom. Students will learn strategies in designing lesson plans and unit plans and will apply the national and state standards to their designs.

9. Role of the Teacher—students will understand the role of the teacher in the classroom setting including the idea of teaching and caring, empathy and communication with parents and school administration.

10. Learning Environments—students will recognize the need to provide a safe, stimulating and positive environment within the school and classroom setting.

11. Ethics—students will be able to recognize and use ethical practices within the classroom setting as defined by national and state standards, community and personal ethical values.

12. Technology—students will learn how to search for teaching resources via the internet.  Students will use technology in lesson preparation and will learn the importance of technological integration.

Attendance


Your attendance is significant. You must attend entire meeting times. Points will be deducted from your total score for each absence or late arrival. You lose 10 points for one absence and 5 points for one late arrival and if you leave a class early without my approval you lose 5 points. I will not have any make-up times, provide handouts, or present any significant concepts due to your absence. Requirements and Evaluation


Your grade will be based on five components. Following are criteria and weights for grades:
1. Three major art studio projects: 150 points (50 points each)
2. Written unit plan and demonstrate unit plan.: 250 points
3. Portfolio: Keep daily assignments, handouts, your photo of each project, and small studio assignments: 100 points
4. Attendance (Read attendance policy above!)
5. Respect of your artworks and the classroom―clean up your table and the area around you. Please cover your table with newspapers when you draw or paint something and clean the table if you make any marks. Please put your art supplies back where you found them. Please do not use large amounts of paper towels. (Do not leave your artwork in the storage room of the class. I will check the room on the last day of class to see who leaves his/her artwork. If you leave both your artworks and private materials in the room, I will deduct 2 points for each item from your total points.)

Supplies:
Supplies, except for the journal and camera, will be provided from the mandatory lab fee, although in some cases you may want to enhance your materials for better quality artworks. 

To succeed in this course you should know the following:

1. Major art studio projects: There are three main studio projects which will be introduced throughout the semester. All projects will require additional research on your part to achieve the best possible quality. You must present each of your studio projects in front of the class. Presentations should last at least 3 minutes. One late presentation will cost you 5 points; two late presentations will cost you 10 points. Your studio project should be worked on in the classroom. I do not allow you to work on your projects outside of class. Please bring in your materials and supplies from your home. You cannot take your art project home without prior approval. Usually we discuss and deal with the assigned reading during the first period of class, and then you work on your art studio project during the second period of class. If you leave early without my permission, you lose 5 points. If you finish your project earlier than other students, you need to prepare your presentation, help other students, and ask the instructor to check that your project meets all criteria.   
2. I will provide a guideline for writing a unit plan. Writing a unit plan is the most important thing in being a good teacher because well-designed unit plans lead you to succeed in your profession. Don’t worry about writing your unit plan. We will discuss how to write a unit plan during meeting days. Before you write a unit plan with your classmates, you need to explore your enduring themes first. Either artists or artworks you use for your unit plan should be born and located in your community. Any forms of art will be considered, such as paintings, historical architecture, statues, murals, tapestries, and so on. Please check this with your instructor. Make your own original unit plan. Do not plagiarize another person’s unit plan and do not reuse yours before you created.  
3. Please keep your daily reactions, handouts which you get from both D2L and the instructor, your artworks, memos, and your reflections―whatever is relative to this course―in your private file. After finishing each class, you need to reflect upon what you learned and write what you learned and what you discussed. This allows you to provide insight and ideas to teach your students in the future. Write your name, the course name, and your information on the cover of your portfolio and organize all collections by date or by topic. I ask you to embellish your file creatively and artistically because a strong first impression leads you to get a teaching job easier. Do not miss page numbers and dates. Those are basic.   
4. Please do not hesitate to contact me if you have any questions and concerns. I would like to meet with you during my office hours and by appointment. If you have any questions, please send an e-mail, give a call, or come by my office. As you know, a mutual communication is the best way for solving problems and a key for success in the course.
