COURSE GOALS:

· To introduce the student to issues involving the using of value and color

· To help the student develop a visual vocabulary

· To help the student think critically about art 

· To develop solid working habits 

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This drawing course revolves around the creation of form through the use of value and color.  During the first half of the semester, assignments will cover the use of value without color.  Around the 8th week the students will be working on color mixing projects, next limited color, after that full color and finally a more personal use of color.  

Most of the work will be done in class however a substantial amount of work will be required from outside of class.  The outside work and some of the class work will be in the form of keeping a sketchbook.  

Critiques will create the atmosphere for discussion and will give the students an informative look into and discussion of other students’ approaches.  The instructor will provide slide lectures.  These lectures illustrate the concepts discussed in class as well as familiarize the student with art and artists.  These lectures will cover periods throughout history to the present time and will also include past student work.

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The class drawings will be graded using the following criteria:


Does the work address the assignment objectives?


Is the student effectively using or, as in the use of oil pastels, developing the use

of materials?


Is the work compositionally and spatially interesting?


Is the work conceptually interesting?


Is the student putting in the kind of effort expected? 


How well is the work presented?

The sketchbook (to be more fully explained on a separate page) will be graded on:


Effort (primary consideration in the sketchbook)


Completion of assigned work as well as additional work (2 additional per week to 



be chosen by the student).


Evidence of understanding the goals of assigned work


Evidence of thinking creatively and exploring different ways to solve problems

(student’s own ideas, notes, etc.)

Participation/Preparation—a schedule (to be updated each week) will list the required supplies and preparations expected for the following week.  

ATTENDANCE POLICY

The studio experience is one aspect of the learning experience.  Discussing drawing issues, content, and techniques with other students and the instructor while the work is in progress is integral to acquiring a creative and visual vocabulary.  Therefore, attendance for the full duration all of the class periods is expected.  All class work is to be worked on during class time.  Ten minutes will be allowed for cleanup.

 

Three unexcused absences are allowed without penalty.  The final grade will be lowered by one grade for each absence over three.  Six absences will result in an “F” for the semester.  Late work will receive a lowered grade.  Work, over one week late, will not be accepted, unless an official excuse is presented.

All work is to be original.  This means that if a photograph taken by someone other than yourself is used, it must be for reference only or substantially changed from the original content.  To do otherwise will be considered cheating and will result in an “F” for that assignment.
