Course Description:

This course will challenge students to further develop their woodworking skills as they increase their knowledge and continue to explore wood as a creative medium.

Course Requirements:
Assignments and studio work:  Attending class everyday and completing all projects is mandatory.  There will be approximately 5 assignments and some smaller exercises.  Lectures, demonstrations and explanation of assignments will not be repeated.  Do Not Miss Class.

Extra Lab Hours:  Students are expected to work additional lab hours in order to meet the project requirements for the class.  Lab hours will be posted on the shop doors.

Critiques:  Projects must be completely finished to be included in a critique.  Active participation in critiques is mandatory.  In order for all to benefit there must be a healthy dialogue with all members of the class.  During critiques, silence is agonizingly uncomfortable.

Sketchbook / Notebook:  A personal sketchbook is one of the most powerful tools you will utilize as an artist.  It should be used to document your own creative process and growth.  This might include sketches, ideas, layouts, doodles, thoughts, clippings, quotes, etc.  Use it to explore initial ideas or to record random thoughts.  This is the

artist/designers best friend and an invaluable resource when diligently maintained. 

Grading:

You determine your grade by fulfilling your responsibilities.  Grades are base on completed work.

4 Projects @ 20 points each

2 exercises @ 5 points each

10 points for participation (critique and cleanup, including final shop clean-up on Friday May 11, 2007 at 9:00 A.M.)

Completed work should show an ability to comprehend, interpret, and solve the problems presented, exhibit good balance of craftsmanship and completion, and be original and creative.
