This course focuses on the needs of secondary school art students.   
Emphasis will be placed on:

the needs and characteristics of the pre-adolescent and adolescent learner,

$ 

the visual language development of pre-adolescent and adolescent students, 
$ 

the role of the visual arts in general education,
$ 

the preparation, implementation and assessment of developmentally appropriate art lessons,

$ 

instructional methods for art education at the secondary level,

$ 

available resources and support for art teachers,

$ 

effective management of the art classroom and 

$ 

the dynamics involved in exhibiting the work of high school students.

Objectives
As a result of this course students will be able to:

$ 

describe the states of artistic development from childhood to maturity;

$ 

demonstrate an understanding of the role of sensory activities in the secondary school curriculum;

$ 

describe the nature of artistic activity in the pre-adolescent and adolescent learner;

$ 

assess the progress of students in reference to visual skills, concepts, and attitudes;

$ 

determine appropriate art facilities/materials for the middle school and high school;

$ 

understand and apply appropriate terminology in the teaching of art;

$ 

demonstrate sensitivity in responding to student art work;

$ 

emphasize the processes inherent in art activity rather than only the products generated.

value and advocate for the role of visual learning throughout the curriculum;

$ 

demonstrate an awareness of safety requirements and classroom management techniques for the secondary art classroom;

$ 

access a variety of resources for curriculum development;

$ 

plan and implement curriculum appropriate to the pre-adolescent and adolescent learner.

For over 34years now, the University of Wisconsin – Oshkosh, Department of Art has sponsored the High School Art Exhibit and the related culminating event, High School Art Day.  The High School Art Exhibit runs for one month in the Priebe Gallery of the Arts and Communications building.  High School Art Day takes place on the final day of the exhibit and brings  hundreds of students and their teachers to campus to view the exhibit and tour the art department.  

High School Art Day is lauded by many as a rare opportunity to celebrate the successes of Wisconsin’s high school students and their art teachers and a way for the university, especially the art department, to build positive community relations.  Others criticize the exhibit for its competitive nature and the lack of meaningful activities on High School Art Day.

The challenge for this class will be to find ways to build on the event’s successes while minimizing problems and, perhaps most importantly, to reflect upon and learn from our efforts.

Responsibilities:
What you take from HSAD will depend largely on the level to which you become involved.  Therefore, along with some related classroom assignments, you will also need to work on HSAD tasks that are scheduled outside of our regular class hours.  Early in the semester, you will sign up for several shifts during the following dates:

1.  Drop-Off


Teachers from about 50 schools will drop off the art work they are submitting to the show.   Inventories and art work must be organized and managed in a professional manner.

2.  Jury Preparation


The work  will need to be set up by school in a way that makes it easy for the jurors to view.  Since all work may not fit in one place at a time, it may need to be “staged” for easy movement on the jury day.

Saturday, March 1 12:00 to completion.  

3.  Jury Day  


The jurors will arrive at 9:00 am and spend the day viewing the work.  Their decisions need to be carefully recorded.  Unaccepted work needs to be wrapped and stored.

4.  Installation 



The 200 to 300 pieces to be exhibited will be installed with the help of the gallery exhibition students and the gallery director.
