Content of learning experience 

 A.
Discuss the AESTHETIC CONTENT that you will emphasize in your SUBJECT MATTER to enhance their sensory experiences and their response to art in their environment.

Example:  The sounds, sights and smells which encompass the experience of a circus, such as the music, exotic animals, decorative wagons, performers, costumes and trapeze paraphernalia;  all of which may be expressed in beautiful colors, designs, patterns and shapes.  (WDPI ACG, pp 24-27; Wachowiak, Chapter 3) (Herberholz, Chapter 3 & 4)

 B.
It is important to make them aware of their ART HERITAGE which fills the pages of books and the walls of museums and galleries all over the world.  Historical and cultural information regarding artists, their media and how they dealt with problems of artistic expression and licence in their times.  Provide xerox copies of specific works of art you are discussing in your lesson plan.

Example:  The circus has been the subject of such artists as Toulouse-Lautrec, Picasso, Degas, Byron Burford, Max Beckman and George Roualt.  A brief discussion of the life and time of any one of these artists with an example of their work would help your students to understand previous interpretations of this idea.  (WDPI ACG, p. 28; Wachowiak, Chapter 6 and 10) (Herberholz, Chapter 6)

 C.
ART CRITICISM provides the language to describe, analyze, interpret and judge a work of art by discussing it in terms of its form and content.  Design, composition, style, theme, or craftsmanship may be applied to critique the final aspects of the work of art.

Example:  The child's art work that has been based on the theme of a circus may be discussed in terms of its successful use of shape, color, balance, or line in the images used to portray this event.  It may be said to have an interesting composition, good asymmetrical balance, or perhaps as a suggestion, warmer colors could have been used.  (WDPI ACG, p. 29; Wachowiak, Chapter 2) (Herberholz, Chapter 2)

 D.
The ART MAKING experiences are the sum of the content areas expressed through visual media such as painting, drawing, relief printmaking, photography, etc.  


Example:  Briefly explain the art making process that you are using to express the circus theme.  Tempera painting might be a good choice because of the bold colors and ability to express fine detail.  A discussion of warm colors and variety in pattern being appropriate to this imagery would give the students a wide range of opportunity to express these same qualities inherent in the subject matter.  (WDPI ACG, p. 35; Wachowiak, Chapter 11) (Herberholz, Chapter 5)

Vocabulary 

Any word, phrase, term or ideas should be carefully defined no matter how simple you think it might be.  Do not assume anything.  Do not speak down to them.  Often they will ACT as if they understand but are cautious to speak up in front of their peers.  (Wachowiak, Chapter 8 and 10)

Films, slides, books that will be considered incentives for learning.

Materials which might be brought to class (still-life, machines, pets, etc.).

Visiting artists, story tellers, professional representation
