Course Description:  
This class is an introduction to journalism and mass communication. We will focus 
on the media of mass communication, on theories and processes of communication 
and mass communication and the political, economic and cultural roles of media in 
society. We will address diversity, such as thought, race or culture, as part of the 
regular material.  
  
Grading: Your grade is based on the scores you receive on unannounced quizzes and 
announced exams. There will be a total of 200 questions asked on quizzes and exams. 
The lowest exam and quiz score will each be dropped. 
  
Bring pencils to each class in case a pop quiz or exam is held. I will not have extra 
pencils on hand.

(1) Academic misconduct is an act in which a student:
