In addition to the lectures, you will need to understand the text selections from Socrates, Plato, Aristotle, Epicurus, Epictetus, St. Augustine, St. Thomas, Hobbes, Hume, Kant, Mill, Nietzsche, Marx, Sartre, Ayer, and Rawls.

STUDY METHODS
Regular class attendance and good note taking are essential.

Schedule about seven hours of study time per week outside of class--for reviewing and organizing class notes, reading and reviewing text selections, and thinking about the theories until you understand and can apply them.
