Recycling – Quick Facts 
Why Recycle? 
1. Recycling conserves our 
valuable natural resources. 
2. Recycling saves energy. 
3. Recycling saves clean air and 
clean water. 
4. Recycling saves landfill space. 
 
Each ton of recycled paper can save 17 trees, 380 gallons 
of oil, three cubic yards of landfill space, 4,000 kilowatts 
of energy and 7,000 gallons of water!  
 
Making recycled paper instead of new paper uses 64 
percent less energy and uses 58 percent less water.  
 
One tree can filter up to 60 pounds of pollutants from the 
air each year. More than 1/3 of all fiber used to make 
paper comes from recycled paper. Only 1 percent of the 
world's water supply is usable; 97 percent is in the ocean 
and 2 percent is frozen. It takes a 15-year-old tree to 
produce 700 grocery bags.  
 
Where does the trash go? When you throw something 
"away", it doesn't go away! Trash is either burned, 
buried, recycled or dumped into rivers and oceans.  
 
Disposable diapers last centuries in landfills. An average 
baby will go through 8,000 of them!

Material Safety Data Sheets 
 Material Safety Data Sheets, commonly called MSDS's, are 
very important documents that provide safety information regarding 
chemicals and other hazardous materials found in the workplace.  
MSDS sheets for shops in the Facilities Management Center are kept 
in the safety cabinet outside the shop offices. 
 Once a material is brought into the workplace, everyone who 
uses it should review the MSDS. You wouldn't want to wait for an 
emergency to learn about the material's hazardous properties! 
Suppose the material catches fire. The MSDS specifies fire-fighting 
procedures for the material. However, your chances of successfully 
extinguishing the blaze are very small if you waste valuable time 
running to review the MSDS!  
 There are also other very good reasons to review the MSDS 
before using a material. By doing so you will learn what PPE is 
required when using the material. You will also learn what 
conditions to avoid when working with the material, such as heat 
and sparks. MSDS's also tell you what materials should not be 
brought into contact with the hazardous material. The MSDS also 
provides valuable information for storage and disposal of the 
material.  
The information on an MSDS is typically grouped into these 
categories:  

·  hazard ratings, such as NFPA or HMIS ratings  
·  name and address of the material's manufacturer or 

importer  
·  identity; by common name, synonyms, and chemical 

abstract number of the material  
·  physical and chemical characteristics, such as the material's 

appearance, odor, specific gravity, and melting point  
·  fire and explosion data, such as the material's flash point, 

explosion hazards, and recommended fire extinguishing 
media  

·  physical hazards, such as the material's stability, 
incompatible material information, and hazardous 
decomposition products  

·  health hazards, such as inhalation and ingestion hazards, 
carcinogen classification, and basic first aid information  

·  special precautions and spill or leak procedures such as 
storage, clean-up, and disposal information  

·  special protection information such as personal protective 
equipment recommendations  

 MSDS's are valuable tools in protecting people from hazards. 
They provide a wealth of information in a convenient, easy to use 
form. But MSDS's are only as useful as you make them. Take the 
time to review the MSDS's for every hazardous material you use, 
and apply the information.
