How to quard against carbon monoxide poisoning
With cold weather taking hold across the countng, heating seasq
has begun for many Americans. While firing up ywnace brings
much needed warmth to your home, it also bringsrtbieased risk
of carbon monoxide (CO) poisoning to you and yowed ones.
The CDC reports that CO poisoning not linked tedikills about
500 Americans and poisons at least 15,000 eveny yea

CO is an odorless, colorless and tasteless gassthlghtly lighter
than air. CO can easily be absorbed into the bloeas and inhibit
the blood’s ability to carry oxygen, leading to@tgntially fatal
condition called carbon monoxide poisoning. COfteroreferred tg
as the “silent killer” because CO poisoning mayuraeithout the
victim being aware anything is wrong.

Symptoms of low-level CO poisoning include headaciausea,
weakness, dizziness and confusion. They are sitoilsymptoms o
the flu and other common ilinesses. CO exposureasaa victim’s
blood pressure to rise in an attempt to get moygen to the body.
As a result, the skin may take on a reddish cdlonger CO
exposure can cause lack of coordination, chest pamiting and
loss of consciousness. If exposed to CO long enczgyha and
death can occur.

To protect against CO exposure and poisoning:

Install CO monitors at work and at home. Suggested
locations are in each bedroom and each living lefal
home.

Check the expiration dates of your CO monitors.rage
life is approximately 5-7 years before the sensitirfail.
Educate yourself and your family on the effect€af
poisoning.

Check gas appliances periodically for proper opemand
venting.

Ensure chimneys, flues and vents are clear of slebri
Do not use unvented gas and wood stoves or chagddal
indoors.

Do not permit automobiles or other gas-poweredmyent]
to run indoors without proper exhaust ventilation.
Don't run a car or truck inside a garage attaclegbtr
house, even if you leave the door open.
