- Straighten up slowly, holding the load close to your
body, with the weight balanced.
- Don’t twist or turn while lifting, holding or moving
with the load. Move and unload slowly and carsfull

The University of

Wisconsin Oshkosh’s first new free-standing acaden
building since 1971 received unanimous approvahfra
the State Building Commission (SBC), keeping the
building on schedule for late summer construction.

On Jan. 28, the SBC, chaired by Gov. Jim Doyle, full
endorsed UW Oshkosh’s academic center, one of th
largest single projects in the history of Northeast
Wisconsin. Conservative estimates predict the ptoje
will generate well over 2,000 construction-relajeiols.

The plan for the 175,000-square-foot academic cests
nearly twice the size of the University’s new Stoide

Recreation and Wellness Center — was approvedeo) R

UW Board of Regents in December. The $54-million
funding package provides $40 million from the state
fund construction of the building as well as $6.ilian
for the relocation of facilities management deparitrto
the former Cub Food building.
