Step ladders are not designed for any degree efleatling and are
relatively easily overturned.

Avoid over-reaching People have been killed getting down from
workplaces when they have stepped onto the topdstastepladder
which then overturned.

» Ensure stepladders are positioned on level gronddiaed in
accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.

» Make sure all four feet of the ladder are on a fidny, level
surface.

* Be sure to clear the ground area around the launiefere climbing.
» Check the ladder carefully for any cracks or lopsees.

* Only use stepladders in a fully open position. Ltek side braces
and cross braces before climbing.

» Do not use a stepladder as a straight ladderaotdad and leaning
position.

» Do not stand on the top two steps of the laddezasthey are
designed for standing.

» Watch for people working under or around the ladder

» Keep your body centered on the middle of the ladder

* Do not lean to reach items while standing on tlaeléa.

« Avoid lifting or carrying any heavy items while klbing up or
down the ladder.
