This detailed information is
prepared by chemical manufacturers or importers to
educate you about the characteristics, risks andlimay
I;?rocedures for chemicals.

Your workplace should have an MSDS for every
hazardous chemical or substance that you use or
encounter as part of your job. Here’s some useful
information on how to read an MSDS:
It consists of eight sections — identification and
manufacturer’s information, hazardous ingredients,
physical- chemical data, reactivity data, healthand
data, fire explosion hazard data, safe handling and
use procedures, and control measures.
Many of the items are labeled in English (U.S.>
Customary System) and metric (International

System) units.
