Elmwood Commons Construction Bids Received 
On September 16th, we opened bids on the Elmwood 
Commons Renovation Project ($7.54 Mil budget). The 
apparent low bidder is Miron Construction, and the low 
bid came in $1.28 Million under budget.   
 
The renovated facility will house Academic Advising, 
the Counseling Center, Career Counseling and other 
student support functions.  The facility will feature the 
state’s largest geo-thermal heat pump system and will be 
very energy efficient.

Hunting Season Safety  
·  Wear ear and eye protection when target shooting 

or gun sighting. Feel free to take ear plugs or 
safety glass from the shop.  

·  Control your nerves because most accidents 
occur in the presence of a trophy animal. 
ALWAYS remember the Golden Rules of 
hunting. (i.e. Treat every gun as it were loaded 
etc…) 

·  Tree stands are involved in 1 of every 3 
accidents. 

·  Deaths due to falling often equal or exceed 
firearms deaths. 

·  Use a climbing belt and all appropriate harnesses. 
Safety belts that go around the waist can cause 
internal damage in the event of a fall. Consider 
using a harness. 

·  Tree stands do not need to be more than 20’ off 
the ground. Rate of injury and fatality increase 
dramatically above a two story fall.  

·  As a precautionary measure, remove all logs, 
upturned and cutoff saplings, rocks and other 
obstructions on the ground below the tree stand. 

·  Don’t fall asleep. This is a common cause of 
accidents. If you get drowsy, move your arms 
rapidly until you feel alert. 

·  Carry a whistle to call for help and carry a first 
aid kit, flashlight, matches and cell phone.
