We, as a group from Facilities Management, 
cover a lot of ground in any given day and see a lot of 
situations that can be dangerous, especially at this time 
of year. While the grounds crew works hard at keeping 
snow and ice problems under control, it is all of our 
responsibilities to promote a safe work and living 
environment for employees and students at the 
University. If you see dangerous snow and ice situations 
that have occurred on sidewalks or parking lots, report it.

Slowing down and correcting 
dangerous areas can prevent slips, falls and vehicle

2010 –Construction, the 
Year Ahead 
The New Year provides a good 
opportunity to look ahead to construction 
projects that are scheduled to be under 
construction during the next twelve months.  
 
I. Capital Projects: 
A) New Academic Building ($39 Million) Our first new 
academic building in over 30 years is now under 
construction.  Work will continue throughout the year 
with a completion date set for May of 2011. 
 

B) Elmwood Commons Renovation. ($7.3 Million) 
Construction began in October of 2009 with a 
completion date set for August 2010. 
 
C) New Residence Hall  ($34 Million)  Although 
currently in design, this project is set to begin with the 
demolition of Nelson, Breese and Clemans Halls over 
the summer of 2010. 
 

II. All Agency Projects 
A) Dempsey Hall Pipe Replacement ($1.1Million) 
This project involves the replacement of various piping 
systems in Dempsey Hall and the renovation of all public 
restroom facilities.  The project bid in December of 2009 
and came in at 50% under budget.  Work will begin 
shortly in the New Year. 
 
B) Kolf/Nursing Education Pipe Replacement ($780k) 
This project entails the replacement of galvanized water 
piping in Kolf and Nursing Education buildings.  Work 
in Nursing Education began last summer and is finishing 
up over the winter recess.  Work in the Kolf Sports 

Center will occur next summer. 
 
C) Arts and Comm/Clow Exterior Envelope Maint. 
($1.78 Million) Work involves the replacement of 
windows at the Clow Classroom facility and exterior 
repairs to the Arts and Communications building. 
 

D) Heating Plant Boiler Maintenance ($1 Million) 
This $1 Million dollar project involves major repairs to 
the two coal fired boilers that serve the campus.  Work is 
scheduled to commence in June of 2010 and shall be 
completed in time for the Fall heating season. 
 
E) Halsey Science Lecture Hall HVAC Replacement 
This project involves the replacement of air handlers 
serving the Halsey Science Lecture Pits. 
 

F) Energy Performance Contract 
This $2.3 Million dollar contract involves the 
performance of energy conserving upgrades to various 
campus facilities.  Work began in September of 2009 and 
will continue through the Summer of 2010. 
 
III Small Projects  
A) Photovoltaic Array Installation 
This project involves the installation of a 2.5 KW solar 
tracking array to be installed on the south end of the 
Student Recreation and Wellness Center. 
 

B) Albee Pool Repair 
This project involves renovations to the Albee Hall 
swimming pool.  Work will include the replacement of 
the ceiling, lights, a new pool valve and painting. 
 
C) Arts and Comm Exterior Door Replacement 
All of the exterior doors at the Arts and Communications 
Building will be replaced over the Summer of 2010. 
 
IV. Other  
A) Softball Stadium Construction 
A new softball stadium will be constructed during the 
Summer of 2010 to cap off the renovations of the Titan 
Stadium facility. 
 

B) Renewable Energy Facility 
A renewable energy facility will be constructed on land 
adjacent to the Campus Services Center starting in 
March of 2010.  If all goes as planned, the facility will be 
up and running during the Fall. 
 

As you can see, we have another challenging year 
ahead of us!
