
Eligibility Requirements 
 

The following eligibility requirements for admittance to each stage of the program 
should be turned in to the PEP Office in N/E 113 at each stage.  

 
Admission to the College of Education and Human Services (COEHS) 

Please staple materials together in the following order: 
1. Completed COEHS Admission Application 
2. Eligibility Verification Form 
3. A copy of passing Praxis I (PPST) scores or verification of meeting the Exceptions 

Policy.  An original copy from ETS must be on file in the PEP Office before 
admittance to the COEHS. 

4. A copy of your current STAR 
• Successful completion of minimum of 27 credits 
• Grade of “C” or better in Fundamentals of Speech 
• Minimum 2.75 combined grade point average 

5. Completed Disclosure Statement.  If you answer “yes” to any of the questions, you 
must provide an explanation on a separate sheet of paper. 

6. Criminal Background Check form and receipt 
7. TB Test Results (Test may be completed at UW Oshkosh Health Center) 

 
 

Admission to Licensure Program Initial Stage 
Please staple materials together in the following order: 
1.  A copy of your current STAR 

• Successful completion of minimum of 40 credits 
• Minimum 2.75 combined grade point average 

2.  Human Relations Report Form and Signed Supervisor Verification Form verifying 
completion of 15 hours 
3.  Signed and dated student statement on Professional Dispositions 
 
 

Admission to Student Teaching Stage 
1. Application for Student Teaching 
2. A copy of passing Praxis II (Subject knowledge) score(s).  An original copy from ETS must 
be on file in the PEP Office before admittance to student teaching. 
3. Human Relations Report Form and Signed Supervisor Verification Form verifying 
completion of remaining 15 hours 
4. Completion of all program course work with a minimum 3.00 grade point average in 
Combined, Professional, Major and Minor; verified by COEHS graduation examiner
