AGREEMENT FORM FOR

FOR DOUBLE ROOM 
IN A STUDENT/SHARED APARTMENT

THREE CITIES – Fall 2009
By offering this housing option, LdM is pleased to facilitate students in making their housing arrangements for a spot in a student apartment in Tuscania, Rome and Florence or Venice. Please note that the School offers Housing Assistance Services with the sole intention of facilitating the student’s study abroad experience. The students therefore are not necessarily obliged to choose housing thought the school service if they wish to find their own accommodation instead. With this type of housing arrangement, LDM would not be a intermediary nor it would receive any commission for this service. 
LDM with the help of a real estate agency reserves spots in apartments and LDM will directly sign, as formal tenant, the agreements with the landlords.
LdM will make reservations for students choosing the apartment option up to the registration deadline. Housing requests that are received by LdM after the application deadline will not be honored if there are no more spaces available. In addition, LdM reserves the right not to accept reservations that are received when no more apartments are available. 
Depending on their request, students will be assigned to a spot in a double room in a furnished apartment that is to be shared with other students enrolled at LdM. 

Space is limited. Apartments will be assigned on a first reservation basis according to apartment availability at that particular time and based on the student’s personal profile form and any specific roommate/apartment mate requests. 
Students will not be able to choose their apartment or change roommates. Any roommate/apartment mate requests must be specified on the housing agreement form.

APARTMENT DESCRIPTION

Apartments are furnished and equipped with bed linen, basic pots and pans, kitchen utensils, washing machine and Tv. Towels are generally not-included in the apartment and we recommend students to bring their own set of towels to Italy with them. 
Although apartments are of the same standard and have similar facilities, no two apartments are alike.
The student shared apartments are usually suitable for a minimum of 2 to a maximum of 6 persons. They are not all located in the same building, but within walking distance from the school facilities.
( Students will not be allowed to check into their apartments before check-in date and/or check out of their apartments after check-out date.

HOUSING COSTS

Housing cost per person for Three Cities, Fall 2009 (from Sept 2 to Dec 11) is as follows:

A $ 300 housing deposit has to be paid by the students at the time of application (this security deposit is separate from the rent.).

Please note that all apartments are NON-SMOKING.

Housing costs include:

· Semester rent in Tuscania, Roma and Florence or Venice, with fixed check-in and check-out dates as specified above.

· Repairs not caused by students’ negligence or carelessness.

· Utilities (water, gas, electricity), provided the consumption bills are equal or lower than the average cost determined by the real estate agency. Any costs above the average consumption bills will be charged to the students sharing the same apartment.

Housing costs do not include:

· Meals.
· damage caused by students’ negligence or carelessness

· Internet service

· Extra cleaning: if the apartment is not clean during the specified check-out date, students will be responsible for an additional cleaning charge. The total cost will be estimated and determinated by the landlord and your advisor. The total amount due, will then be deducted from your housing deposit.
PAYMENT

The HOUSING PAYMENT for all students is due to LDM 20 days before the start of the term. 
LDM will send you a program invoice including the tuition, housing deposit (US$ 300/student) and housing rent balance.

When sending housing payments, please specify on the bank wire or check that this is a payment for housing, and state the students names that the payment is covering. If sending this amount by bank transfer, please fax me a copy of the bank transfer receipt. 

Please note that all bank charges are to be paid by the student.
The housing deposit will be returned to the student (net of charge) at the end of the term provided all debts have been paid and the apartment and its contents are undamaged.

RESERVATION DEADLINES AND PROCEDURE

Room reservation requests must be received by June 15th for the Fall semester.
Once admitted to the Program, the student choosing Housing must mail the following:

· Completed and signed housing agreement form for Housing, specifying any roommate/apartment mate requests.

· Deposit payment with check payable to “Lorenzo de’ Medici S.r.l.” or copy of bank transfer receipt.

· Personal profile form

· Personal data form to be filled out 

· Copy of the housing Rules form to be singed 

· 2 copies of the student’s passport (photo and visa page)

CANCELLATION POLICY
 

· If a student cancels 45 days or MORE prior to the check-in date, the housing deposit (US$300) will be refunded.
· If a student cancels 44-31 days preceding the check-in date, the student will lose the housing deposit (US$300).

· If a student cancels 30-11 days preceding the check-in date, the student is liable for the housing deposit (US $300) plus the first housing monthly rent.
· From 10-0 days, no refund will be made for any reason whatsoever in case the student decides to cancel, change or vacate the assigned apartment. 

·  The student will be fully liable for the total housing cost and housing deposit if no official notice of the student’s cancellation is received by LdM before check-in date. 
· Please be aware that the $300 housing deposit and housing rent are not kept by LDM but retained by the landlord to partially cover the loss of the occupant. 

CHECK-IN PROCEDURE 

20 days before the class starting date, the school will provide the student with (via e-mail or fax):

· Apartment address, specifying any roommate/apartment mate 

· Information regarding the check-in day.
Attention: If you haven’t sent yet housing rules, personal data form, the 2 photocopies of your passport

 (photo page and visa page) and the copy of your housing deposit and housing payment please send it before your arrival in Italy, as soon as possible.

CHECK-OUT PROCEDURE

During the last week of class, the housing coordinators and landlords will inspect the students’ apartments. 

Another apartment inspection will be done by the landlords after the students’ departure. 
If there is no damage to the apartment and its contents, students will be fully refunded the $300 deposit (net of charges). 
If damages are found, the cost of the repair will be withheld from the $300 deposit. If the cost of the damages is over $300, the transcripts of all the tenants will be withheld until the difference has been paid. For damages to the shared areas of the apartment, the repair/replacement cost for damages will be divided among all students in the apartment, unless one person takes responsibility for the damage. For bedrooms, the student(s) whose bedroom it is will be responsible for the cost of damages. 

The Housing Deposit check will be sent to the student’s mailing address written on the Housing Form 20 days after the Student Departure Date.
Check-out time is no later than 12:00pm (noon) on the check-out date.

Keys should be left in your apartment on the main table. In case you forget to leave them there you are responsible or to send them by mail to:

VENEZIA: ISTITUTO VENEZIA SRL : Campo Santa Margherita 3116/a Dorsoduro 30123 Venezia, Italia; or to pay the bill for the spare set of keys ($50).
APARTMENT RULES

· Students are not allowed to invite anyone to stay over. Only those people registered as living in the apartment may use the apartment facilities. Should the landlord find people other than those registered as living in the apartment, he has the right to ask the tenants to immediately vacate the apartment.  

· Students are not allowed to make loud noises in the apartment and/or common building areas at any time, especially after 10:30PM. Students are asked to respect other people living in the same building at all times. Should the tenant/s behave in a manner that is not acceptable by civilized standards, the landlord has the right to ask the student/s to immediately vacate the apartment.

· Students cannot hang pictures, posters or stickers on the walls or furniture nor can they move furniture around.

· The landlord cannot be held responsible for problems related to water supply, gas or electricity. However, the landlord will arrange for these problems to be solved in the shortest time possible.

· Should students encounter any problems in the apartment during their stay, they must immediately inform the landlord. Complaints filed only at the end of the stay will not be taken into consideration and the landlord will not be held responsible for any compensation claim.

· On check-out day, apartments must be left perfectly clean and in the same good condition as at the time of check-in.

Please note that neither LdM nor the landlord are responsible for personality conflicts among students sharing the same apartment.
