Human Services Credit for Study Abroad
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To offer credit through Human Services, your study abroad program must include a Service Learning component.  Course options for Human Services MAY include Human Services 325 and/or Human Services 420.  Students may be enrolled in Human Services 411 if neither of the other two options works for the student.

To offer credit through Human Services, include a written proposal specifically addressing the manner in which your program will meet the requirements for Human Services (see below).  Attach this proposal to your Application for Faculty-led Programs and include Janet Hagen, COEHS, when circulating your proposal for signatures.  Be sure to make it clear when circulating your proposal for signatures that your proposal includes a request for Human Services credit.  You do not need to write in the course name/number.  This will be determined for you.
If you are adding Human Services to your list of courses AFTER your program has been approved.  Forward a copy of the signed Application for Faculty-led Programs and your proposal to offer Human Services credit to Janet Hagen.

Faculty leaders taking an assistant on their program should consider a faculty member from Human Services if a Human Services course is offered.

Service Learning Component
The field of human services is defined broadly as a profession which promotes improved service delivery systems by addressing not only the quality of direct services, but also by seeking to improve accessibility, accountability, and coordination among professionals and agencies in service delivery.  Students completing requirements for Human Services courses offered through study abroad programs may volunteer at non-profit, NGO or other volunteer agencies which serve the needs of children.  Organizations must be community-based services that do not deliver therapy.

Ideally, the experience is proceeded by a presentation on how the organization delivers services, where its funding comes from, what type of research comes out of the organization, etc. and a short tour.

Course Descriptions
Human Services 325 (Intermediate Field Experience in Human Services; 3 cr)
Supervised experiences focusing upon human relations skills in human services. The student has the appropriate environment to observe, participate, and integrate accepted practice in human services. Prerequisite: Human Services 203, Human Services 310, a third Human Services course for a total of 9 units, and Admission I. 

Human Services 420 (Field Experiences in Human Services; 3 cr)
Supervised experiences which enable the student to observe, participate, and integrate accepted practice in the field of human services. Prerequisite: Completion of or concurrent enrollment in Human Services 410 and Admission II. 

Human Services 411 (Laboratory in Human Services Program Planning; 3 cr)
Simulations, laboratory exercises and experiential learning techniques are used to develop program planning and program management skills in human services settings. Prerequisite: Human Services 320, 340 and 360.
