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SCIENCE OLYMPIAD is a national non-profit organization dedicated to improving the quality of K-12 science education, increasing male, female and minority interest in science, creating a technologically literate workforce and providing recognition for outstanding achievement by both students and teachers. These goals are achieved by participating in Science Olympiad

tournaments and non-competitive events, incorporating Science Olympiad into classroom curriculum and attending teacher training institutes. 

     For the past 27 years, Science Olympiad has led a revolution in science education. What began as a grassroots assembly of science teachers is now one of the premiere science competitions in the nation, providing rigorous, standards-based challenges to nearly 6,000 teams in 49 states. Science Olympiad's ever-changing event lineup provides a variety of career choices and exposure to practicing scientists and mentors.  In the words of a Science Olympiad alumnus: "I consider Science Olympiad the most important and influential activity I participated in during my middle school and high school career." Teachers searching for curriculum resources which illustrate standards in action have found success with Science Olympiad, for it emphasizes the close relationship between teaching and assessment. 


Science Olympiad competitions are like academic track meets, consisting of a series of 23 individual and team events.  Emphasis is placed on active, hands-on, group participation. Teamwork is a required skill in most scientific careers today, and Science Olympiad encourages group learning by designing events that forge alliances. 

A team consists of up to fifteen students who compete in the day-long competition. All teams are required to participate in a Regional competition before heading to the State competition. Winning teams from the state competitions are invited to compete at the national competition held at University of Central FL, May 18-19, 2012.
