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1910, 8th grade class in Omega, Virginia raised $5 with a taffy pull, sent Oscar Chapman to buy picture.  He bought a picture of Lincoln, and was expelled.  His guardian argued for reinstatement on the grounds that the school hadn't yet taught him why Lincoln should not be admired.  In 1939, Oscar was the assistant Secretary of the Interior and granted permission for Marian Anderson to sing at the Lincoln Memorial.
