The highest scores will be earned by essays that both cite key pieces of evidence from the documents and draw on outside knowledge of the period.  You have up to 60 minutes to read and think about the DBQ and associated documents and to write up and submit your essay.

Please place your essay in the response box found on the page launched by the URL link below, either by typing directly into the blank, or by typing up your essay in a Word Document, saving it, then copying and pasting the text into the actual response.  Then click “submit” at the bottom of webpage.  Note that you can type in an unlimited number of words and characters in the response box.
