Directions to UW-GB Campus and Seminar Rooms

Parking shouldn't be a problem.  David Voelker recommends that you park in the Weidner Center lot and enter the tunnels via the Circle Drive Entrance (which looks true to the name).  You will not need a permit, because the semester has not yet started.  (Just stay away from any specially marked visitors or admissions parking.)

Let's gather inside the entrance at Circle Drive and walk together (at 5:30 sharp) to Mary Ann Cofrin Hall, Room 103 (aka, MAC 103).  If you know your way around campus (or if you arrive late), you can go ahead to this room.  At about 6 PM, we will move to the 7th floor of the David A. Cofrin Library, to the Special Collections, which are just outside the elevator doors on the 7th floor.  (You have to use the elevator on the right to get to the 7th floor.)

The attached directions and maps for getting to the campus are posted in the Teaching Resources Section of the Plone site, inside of a folder called “Jan. 22nd Seminar at UWGB”.  The Circle Drive entry is labeled on the campus map.

Turning Points include: Treaty of the Ceders (1836); Locks, Canals and Dams; Joseph McCarthy; 1955 Polio Epidemic; Decline of Wheat Farms and Rise of Dairy Farms; Prohibition; and the 1957 Appleton Wire Works Strike.
